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Candy Cane Bean Bag felt or material
i e R e T T R B / sewing pins
needle
Directions thread
-Cut out each of the pieces, pin to the front of your material and then cut the material. beans
-Stitch the stripes on the front of both of the candy canes pieces.

-Place both of the candy cane pieces together and stitch around the outside of the shape, but leave an opening.
-Put the beans in, then finish stitching the bag.
-Optional: You can add buttons, let you child use puff paint or glitter glue, or use other materials to make your bag unique.
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
